an individual farm.

with a vineyard in Guildford.

We promote mindful drinking 
by providing premium no- and  

low-alcohol options.

We champion cooking 
chocolate from the 

Islands Chocolate farm 
in St. Vincent and the 

Grenadines.

In our recipes, we champion 
British-harvested rapeseed oil 

from R-Oil, farmed in ways 
improving soil quality.  

Our teas are responsibly 
sourced and are either 

Rainforest Alliance certified, 
organic or directly traded.
